5 QUESTIONS EXPRESSING BASIC CHRISTIAN CONTENT

1. Do you believe that God exists, that He is not an idea or a projection of the human mind, but that He exists as the Infinite Personal God:  The God who is the Infinite Creator of the universe; the God who is the Three Persons of the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit?

Scripture:

Hebrews 11:6  And without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he who comes to God must believe that He is, and that He is a rewarder of those who seek Him. 
Acts 17:24  The God who made the world and all things in it, since He is Lord of heaven and earth, does not dwell in temples made with hands…

Ephesians 4:4-6  There is one body and one Spirit, just as also you were called in one hope of your calling; one Lord, one faith, one baptism, one God and Father of all who is over all and through all and in all.  
2 Corinthians 13:14  The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, and the love of God, and the fellowship of the Holy Spirit, be with you all.  

John 14:16-17  “And I will ask the Father and He will give you another Helper, that he may be with you forever; that is the Spirit of truth, whom the world cannot receive, because it does not behold Him or know Him, but you know Him because He abides with you, and will be in you”.  

2. Do you acknowledge that you have many times done, said and thought things that you know to be wrong; and that if God, the Righteous Judge of all people, were to judge you as you deserve He would have no alternative but to condemn you?

Scripture:  

Romans 2:12-13  For all who have sinned without the Law will also perish without the Law; and all who have sinned under the Law will be judged by the Law; for not the hearers of the Law are just before God, but the doers of the Law will be justified.  

Romans 3:29-30  Or is God the God of Jews only?  Is He not the God of Gentiles also?  Yes, of Gentiles also, since indeed God who will justify the circumcised by faith and the uncircumcised through faith is one. 

Romans 3:23  …for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God.  

2 Corinthians 5:10  For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ, that each one may be recompensed for his deeds in the body, according to what he has done, whether good or bad.   

Galatians 3:11  Now that no one is justified by the Law before God is evident; for, “The righteous man shall live by faith.”  

1 John 1:8,10  If we say that we have no sin, we are deceiving ourselves, and the truth is not in us.  If we say that we have not sinned, we make Him a liar, and His word is not in us.  
3. Do you believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God, the Eternal Second Person of the Trinity; and that He was born into this world as a human child, and that in His perfect life, His sacrificial death on the cross to forgive sins, and His historical resurrection from death He did everything that was necessary to restore you to fellowship with God our heavenly Father?

Scripture:  

John 1:14  And the Word became flesh, and dwelt among us, and we beheld His glory, glory as of the only begotten from the Father, full of grace and truth.  
Galatians 4:4  But when the fullness of the time came, God sent forth His Son, born of a woman, born under the Law… 

Philippians 2:5-11  Have this attitude in yourselves which was also in Christ Jesus, who, although He existed in the form of God, did not regard equality with God a thing to be grasped, but emptied Himself, taking the from of a bond-servant, and being made in the likeness of men.  And being found in appearance as a man, He humbled Himself by becoming obedient to the point of death, even death on a cross.  Therefore also God highly exalted Him, and bestowed on Him the name which is above every name, that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of those who are in heaven, and on earth, and under the earth, and that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.  
1 Corinthians 15:3-4  For I delivered to you as of first importance what I also received, that Christ died for our sins according to the Scriptures, and that He was buried, and that He was raised on the third day according to the Scriptures…

1 Timothy 2:5-6  For there is one God, and one mediator also between God and men, the man Christ Jesus, who gave Himself as a ransom for all, the testimony borne at the proper time.  

Hebrews 7:26  For it was fitting that we should have such a high priest, holy, innocent, undefiled, separated from sinners and exalted above the heavens…
4. Have you personally accepted this work of Christ on your behalf, and have you believed the promises of God, such as the promise: “he who believes in the Son has everlasting life,” so that you are able to say, without any pride or presumption: ‘I know that I am a child of God, born into His family through the love and atoning death of Jesus Christ?’ 

Scripture:  

John 3:16  “For God so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not perish, but have eternal life.”

Romans 3:23-25a   …for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God, being justified as a gift by his grace through the redemption which is in Christ Jesus; whom God displayed publicly as a propitiation in His blood through faith.  

Romans 5:1-2  Therefore having been justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom also we have obtained our introduction by faith into this grace in which we stand; and we exult in hope of the glory of God.   

Romans 10:9-10  …that if you confess with your mouth Jesus as Lord, and believe in your heart that God raised Him from the dead, you shall be saved; for with the heart man believes, resulting in righteousness, and with the mouth he confesses, resulting in salvation.  

Colossians 1:13-14  For He delivered us from the domain of darkness, and transferred us to the kingdom of His beloved Son, in whom we have redemption, the forgiveness of sins.  

Galatians 4:6  And because you are sons, God has sent forth the Spirit of His Son into our hearts, crying, “Abba! Father!”  
5. Do you now commit yourself to seek to serve God in all your life:  knowing that you are weak and prone to fall into wrongdoing, and that therefore you will need to depend on the help of the Holy Spirit; and knowing also, that at times this obedience will be difficult and costly, but that ultimately it will bring the complete fulfillment of yourself  as a person made in the image of God and restored to that image through Jesus Christ?

Scripture:  

Romans 6:2  May it never be!  How shall we who died to sin still live in it?  

Ephesians 2:10  For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand, that we should walk in them.  
Ephesians 4:1-2  I, therefore, the prisoner of the lord, entreat you to walk in a manner worthy of the calling with which you have been called, with all humility and gentleness, with patience, showing forbearance to one another in love… 

Ephesians 4:22-24  …that, in reference to your former manner of life, you lay aside the old self, which is being corrupted in accordance with the lusts of deceit, and that you be renewed in the spirit of your mind, and put on the new self, which in the likeness of God has been created in righteousness and holiness of the truth.  

Ephesians 5:8  …for you were formerly darkness, but now you are light in the Lord; walk as children of light...  

Colossians 3:5, 17  Therefore consider the members of your earthly body as dead to immorality, impurity, passion, evil desire, and greed, which amounts to idolatry.  And whatever you do in word or deed, do all in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks through Him to God the Father.  

2 Peter 1:5-7  Now for this very reason also, applying all diligence, in your faith supply moral excellence, and in your moral excellence, knowledge; and in your knowledge, self-control and in your self-control, perseverance, and in your perseverance, godliness; and in your godliness, brotherly kindness, and in your brotherly kindness, love.  

Galatians 5:16  But I say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not carry out the desire of the flesh.  
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Romans 8:12-13  So then, brethren, we are under obligation, not to the flesh, to live according to the flesh – for if you are living according to the flesh, you must die; but if by the Spirit you are putting to death the deeds of the body, you will live.  
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
